• Group Development - The growth of the group, 
becoming friends and community, developing 
openness and acceptance to other, and staying 
part of the group even though you may disagree. 

• Societal Development - Being prepared to 
challenge the accepted, working towards a more 
equal and fair society. 

• Spiritual Development - developing an 
awareness of Christ in others and the world 
around you.

Growing Community

Discuss flow moments with 
the parents

Develop a residential to 
provoke Flow/raise issues 
of Spiritual awareness

Look for Flow (eg skaters) 
and introduce concept

Responding to needs and 
interests, eg healthy eating 
course

Working with existing 
groups freeing leaders to 
build on these

Exploring Community

Be creative

Find the right parables to tell, but retell in a modern way and do not interpret 
them for the group

Eat together, meet regularly, experiment, call it church / church on the edge?

Meeting on a Sunday to connect into the historic flow/help the yp identify that it 
is Christian but in Youth Clubs and Toddler Group you may be able to meet as 
part of this session

Visit other expressions of church and evaluate

Ask them who else do they thinks flows and how can they bring them into the 
group is it by invitation or do they need to revisit the residential stage
